The lucrative market for shark fins is putting eveare pressure
on shark populations. About 100 MILLION sharks aagis are

caught intentionally or as by-catch each year. Bgatding their

bodies after removing the fins, ships can now hodde fins and
increase trip profits. Thus more fishing boats wr@ing exclu-

sively to shark finning, decimating their populai$oeven more.
The loss of sharks — a top ocean predator - disroean, coral
reefs, and coastal ecosystems around the worlchirepdown to

even the invertebrate species. Sharks feed onicheasd weak,

they remove the dead, encourages and diversityrkShbhem-

selves are vulnerable because they mature laife jrgfow slow-

ly, and produce very few young.

In recent years, over 30 countries from aroundwoeld have
imposed regulations on shark finning, including m®suth Pa-
cific nations, Australia, Brazil, Canada, USA, mangastal
South American nations, UK, the EU, India, Maldivaad oth-
ers. Notably, Japan and China — a rapidly growiogsamer of
shark fins - are not on the list. However, the tatjons that exist
are often difficult to enforce due to many looptobnd limited
resources. Even World Heritage Sites like the Gajap and
Cocos Islands are not immune to finning. Palaunygdormed
a shark reserve around their islands. Just froecanomic view-
point, Palau officials estimate that each sharlvasth 1.9 mil-
lion tourist dollars, instead of just 10 thousarallats worth of
fins.

Fin markets often say that they sell only fins franthreatened
shark species, but a DNA study of the fins in locerkets in
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San Francisco show 14 spe-
cies that came from 3 oceans
and that 11 of the 14 species
are listed as endangered, vul-
nerable, or near-threatened.
This clearly shows that there
is no control of the species
that are finned and that even
fins sold in California have
sources worldwide.
